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Field Day
Results

Field Day scores are out and once again
West Central Florida Field Day results are
among the highest filed. Included in this
year's results were ten entries from WCEF.

When the summer solstice arrives,
thoughts of the amateur community
throughout the Americas are fixed on what
has perhaps become the greatest operating
event each year -- ARRL Field Day. In
2003, from near the Arctic Circle in
Alaska to Palmer Station, Antarctica,
across the states of the U. S. and the prov-
inces and territories of Canada, with sev-
eral DX stations participating (including
the first-ever joint U. S.\Cuban Field Day
operation), Field Day continued in the
tradition of being a premier test of our
hobby's emergency communications capa-
bility.

This year the Tampa Amateur Radio
Club leads Florida and the ARRL WCF
Section with an impressive score of 12,596
points. The club had
4,068 contacts and 65 participants. This
was a huge increase from last year's par-
ticipants of 40. With 379 more contacts
and a point increase of 926 from last years
score of 11,670, they moved from third to
second place in the 2A category. They also
had a secret weapon. They had several
YLs running the GOTA station with the
call sign N4ASEX. Man what a pileup! The
Tampa club has been gunning for Sarasota
for several years now.

With 65 participants, the YLs and
N4SEX everything just seemed to click
and this year they beat Sarasota by 328
points. Everyone has a great time as
well. Congratulations, Tampa on a very
fine field day.

Also worth noting is WCF's second-
highest score by the Sarasota Emergency
Radio Club\Florida Contest Group who
was second in the 3A category with 12,268
points and 3,830 contacts. This was a
decrease of 514 contracts and 920 less
points than last year. Kudos to their 41
participants. I enjoyed the picnic as well,
it certainly was one of the best ever!

In overall scores TARC was 11" nation-
ally and SERC was 13th.

TARC also took first place in WCF in

the number of participants for Field Day
with 65 participants. Lakeland ARC took
second place honors with 43 partici-
pants. Lakeland ARC also operated in the
2A category.

METRO and the St. Pete ARC had the
largest number of transmitters and oper-
ated in the SA category.

Of course, the real winners are those that
took part and had a great time.

Scholarships offered
from Amateur Radio
Foundation

The Foundation for Amateur Radio, Inc.,
a non-profit organization with headquar-
ters in Washington, D. C., will administer
fifty-eight (58) scholarships for the aca-
demic year 2003-2004 to assist licensed
radio amateurs. The foundation, composed
of more than 75 local area amateur radio
clubs, fully funds seven of these scholar-
ships with the income from grants and its
annual Hamfest. The remaining 51 are
administered by the foundation without
cost to the various donors.

Licensed radio amateurs may compete
for these awards if they plan to pursue full-
time course of studies beyond high school
and are enrolled in or have been accepted
for enrollment at an accredited university,
college or technical school. The awards
range from $500 to $2,500 with preference
given in some cases to residents of specific
geographical areas it the pursuit of certain
study programs.

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FEMA IS JOHNNY-ON-THE SPOT FOR YOU

As many of you may know, Beck and I
work for the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency (FEMA) on a part-time, on-
call basis. Since FEMA spends your tax
dollars, I thought I would tell you a little
about their operations.

FEMA, now part of Homeland Security,
is dedicated to disaster relief much the
same as the Red Cross. The difference is
that FEMA has all the resources of the
U.S. Treasury behind it. Here’s how it

works: The hurricane comes. The Red
Cross, state, and county emergency man-
agement try to cope, but it’s beyond their
capacity so the governor of the state re-
quests a disaster declaration from the
President. A declaration is made for the
specific counties affected. FEMA comes
in, starts to clean up the debris, fix the
water plant, and so forth. That’s Beck’s
department. [ work in Individual Assis-
tance. Your roof was blown off by the
storm. While your insurance company
argues whether you had wind storm or
flood damage, you register with FEMA

Alert Ham saves lost Louisiana boater

A chilly afternoon last December and
amateur radio operator Grant Jones
KD5BPW of Saint Bernard Parish,
southeast Louisiana, heard a distress call
on the local repeater.

The station calling was jumping from
repeater to repeater trying to make con-
tact. Grant finally contacted the stranded
and lost boater, a ham from Wisconsin in
a small boat with engine trouble. The
boater did not know where he was and
seemed anxious as darkness was rapidly
approaching. For a boater not familiar
with the local bayous and lakes this can
be a frightening experience.

Fortunately the lost boater, Dave Burt
KBIMML from Kenosha, had his handy

talkie with him and was able to stay in
touch with Grant while the Coast Guard
was contacted to search for him. Other
area hams that were monitoring the opera-
tion said Grant handled the situation pro-
fessionally and was very effective in keep-
ing the boater calm and informed to the
progress of the rescue team.

Grant has fished the area for many years
and was able to determine the approximate
location to search and passed this informa-
tion to the Coast Guard rescue team. Grant
is the Amateur Radio Emergency Coordi-
nator for St. Bernard Parish and is experi-
enced in handling emergencies via ham
radio.

over the phone at 1-800-621-3362.

FEMA tells you that since you can’t live
in your home like that, you can find a suit-
able hotel or apartment and sends you a
check for a couple month’s rent. Puts it
right in your bank account if you have
direct deposit. Then a FEMA inspector
comes and inspects your house and enters
all the damages into a computer.

In the meantime, a Disaster Recovery
Center is set up in your area. You go there
and a caseworker looks up your record,
sees the results of your inspection and tells
you that a check for $5,000 to cover the
repair of your roof is on the way. The case
worker asks you to return any portion that
is eventually covered by your insurance
and explains that our goal is not to make
your home just like it was before the
storm, but simply livable.

While at the DRC, you meet with an
SBA loan officer who explains that they
can loan you additional funds (at about
two percent interest) to help with other
repairs that might not be covered by the
$5,000 we sent. You explain that because
of the storm, your company is down and
you are out of work. You are declined for a
loan, but then sent to see a representative
of the State Disaster Unemployment of-
fice, yet another FEMA agency, ONA or
Other Needs Assistance.

Since you did not qualify for an SBA
loan, you are now under the umbrella of
ONA and entitled to a grant of up to
$20,000 to cover furniture, clothing, trans-
portation, medical and similar expenses. A
few days later, a guy like me calls you at
the hotel where you are temporarily stay-
ing to ask how your recovery is coming
along. You say that you’re fine, but you
have talked to a contractor and it might be
five months before your house is repaired.

I explain that we can extend your rental
assistance and, in fact, I have a staff of
people in my office calling around to
rental agencies and landlords to find suit-
able housing. If it turns out that we can’t
find you a place to live, then FEMA puts a
travel trailer on your property right next to
your house so you are safe and can keep an
eye on repairs.

Interestingly, it is the U.S. Corps of En-
gineers that installs the travel trailer, con-
nects the water, sewer, and electric, and
similar. You stay there until you are able
to get back into your home and live hap-
pily ever after.

Non-members
eligible for
renewals

The ARRL is providing FCC amateur
radio license renewals, address changes
and other license modifications to non-
members.

For the $12 fee, the league will renew a
non-member’s amateur radio ticket (the
license must be within 90 days of expira-
tion), file an application to change address
or name or request issuance of a new se-
quential call sign. The league’s VEC will
process the applications.

“The $12 is in line with our calendar
year 2003 examination fee,” said ARRL
VEC manager Bart Jahnke, W9JJ.

For several years, the ARRL has been
handling renewals, address and name
changes and modifications free for mem-
bers.

It has directed non-members to the
FCC’s free Internet or hard-copy applica-
tion options or to other providers of such
services.
